Instructions for guests on actions in case of fire
Please observe the fire safety rules

- Do not use faulty electrical appliances (coffee pots, irons, boilers) in the room. In case of a malfunction, inform the
administrator immediately.

- When leaving the room, do not forget to turn off the TV, air conditioning, lighting lamps.

- It is unacceptable to cover the included floor lamps and table lamps with objects made of combustible material.
- It is unacceptable to bring and store flammable substances and materials in the room.

- It is strictly forbidden to use in the hotel building:

1. Open fire and smoking accessories, including electronic vaporizers.

2. Use gas equipment.

3. Use fire extinguishing agents for other purposes.

4. Open fire shields without the necessity.

- When you arrive at the hotel for the first time, try to remember the location of exits and stairs well and read the
evacuation rules.

In case of a fire in your room:

e immediately report the incident to the fire department by calling 112, specifying the address of the object,
the floor that is burning and your last name;

be sure to inform the administrator about the fire occurrence;

take all possible measures to eliminate the fire with the use of primary fire extinguishing means;

if fire's origin point cannot be eliminated by yourself, leave the room and close the door without locking it;
cover your nose and mouth with wet handkerchief or clothes;

act according to the instructions of the administration, the head or the fire brigade.

In case of a fire outside your room:

e immediately report the incident to the fire department by calling 01 or 112;
if there is a fire in the building and the door in front of you is closed, first touch the handle with the back of
your hand, if it is not hot, open the door and check if there is smoke or fire in the next room, then pass
through; if the door handle or the door itself is hot, do not open it;

o leave your room after you close the windows and doors; if the corridors and stairwells are heavily smoky and
it is impossible to leave the room, stay in your room with the windows wide open;

e a closed and well-sealed door can reliably protect you from dangerous temperatures, to avoid smoke
poisoning, close the cracks and vents with wet towels or bedding;

e with the arrival of firefighters at the scene, go to the window and give a sign to help you, shouting should
only be a last resort, since you can suffocate from the smoke; it is best to wave an object or clothing out of
the window.
